Property Assessment Overview | 2009

Market value-based assessment

Market value-based assessment does NOT identify a property’s sale price or a property’s
potential sale price.

The assessment does NOT represent an estimate of a property’s value as of the date the
owner receives the Assessment and Tax Notice.

Valuation and condition dates

Legislation requires the assessment process to comply with two key dates: the “valuation
date” and “condition date”.

Valuation date

The valuation date ensures all properties are valued as of the same date. The valuation date
for the 2009 tax year is July 1, 2008. This means the assessment on the 2009 Assessment
and Tax Notice is an estimate of value as of July 1, 2008.

Condition date

The condition date is the “as-of-date” used to identify the physical state of a property for
assessment purposes. The condition date for all property other than linear property is
December 31. The condition date for the 2009 tax year is December 31, 2008. This means
the assessment on the 2009 Assessment and Tax Notice is as of July 1, 2008 and
represents the physical condition of the property as of December 31, 2008.

Mass appraisal

Assessors use information from property that has sold as a proxy to value similar property.
Assessors use mass appraisal techniques to analyze registered sales data and physical
property data to estimate assessed values. The mass appraisal process analyzes groups of
property to estimate the assessed value for each property using common data,
mathematical models, and statistical tests.
